Display items are also 
available as part of a presentation program.   In addition, we offer a special presentation “Global Fashion Show” with authentic costumes 
from around the world  
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The style and materials used for headwear and footwear depend on both climate and purpose … and the universal desire of all people 
to add beauty to even utilitarian items.
