In 2010, Cultural Crossroads and the Greater Kansas City
Interfaith Council sponsored the “Kansas City Table Talk”
event, which involved over 130 people meeting in 18 private
homes for dinner and dialogue. The partnership continues in
2011, as “Food and Thought — an interfaith and intercultural
conversation” again offers to the community an opportunity to
share a meal and conversation with people of differing faiths,
races and cultures, who are interested in promoting
understanding and fellowship among diverse traditions.

Simultaneous informal gatherings will occur in homes

throughout the city on Sunday, June 26, from 2:00 pm to 4:00 -,

pm, as small groups of people of diverse faiths and cultures meet in private homes to share food and to
discuss how interfaith and intercultural issues affect our lives in today’s society. To enhance the informality
and comfort of the meal, participants are encouraged to share “potluck” dishes. As with last year's
program, a facilitator will ensure that the discussion flows and everyone has the chance to participate in the
conversation.

Following initial introductions and questions about individual faiths and cultures, some discussion topics will
be suggested, such as how to help create a more informed public about global faiths, or how people of
different races and cultures view current events, but with the recognition that each group is free to choose
the direction of its own discussion. Groups may decide on a one-time only meeting, or on-going
discussions, following whatever format suits each group.
